Why we want you

Sick, injured and homeless pets have relied on Blue Cross for help since 1897.

What you will be doing

Caring for Blue Cross rabbits in suitable accommodation your garden until
they can be rehomed
Providing all the care they need – feeding, cleaning, socialising, grooming
and giving medication and enrichment. This may also include following
behaviour programmes
Transporting your animal to/from a Blue Cross site or vets as required
Giving observations and feedback on your foster rabbit including filling in
assessments, diaries and feedback forms
Sending progress updates to your manager using video or photographs
some of which will be used on our website and for potential adopters

The skills you need

Previous experience of handling and caring for rabbits is preferred, or a
keen interest in learning
Access to a car to undertake journeys to and from a Blue Cross site and
vets
A quiet, secure garden large enough to house the appropriate rabbit
accommodation
Willingness to learn and follow Blue Cross procedures and undertake
training provided
The ability to provide timely and regular communication with our foster
teams through phone or email
Time to dedicate towards caring for, grooming and socialising your rabbit
Ideally some technical knowledge, or support from someone, to send
photo and video updates of your foster pet

Disclaimer

Fostering is a flexible process, but you need to be able to volunteer for a long
enough period for rabbits to settle in a new environment. You need to be 18 or
over for this role.
